A-10 Warthog fires depleted uranium

= using nuclear weapons

a depleted uranium shell strikes [a tank], penetrates the armor and burns the crew alive

its impact aerosolizes radioactive heavy-metal particles, scattering them up to 25 miles, to be breathed or ingested

the particles are carcinogenic and genetically destructive. Hence, the chronically ill or deformed children of Desert Storm veterans

The US gives depleted uranium free of charge to weapons manufacturers and ships it to dozens of nations
